e Socio-economic considerations (Article 26).

e Monitoring and reporting (Article 33).

e Assessment and review of the effectiveness of the Protocol (Article 35).

e Unintentional transboundary movements and emergency measures (Article
17).

e Contained use of living modified organisms (Article 6).
